That's because they welcomed the first pair of
Chinese pandas on April 13. The two pandas, named Xing Ya and Wu Wen, are both more than 3 years old and
will stay in the country for scientific research for 15 years

The pandas will live in the z00 in Rhenen, a city of about 20,000 people in central Netherlands. The z0o, with
nearly 500,000 visitors each year, has built the most expensive panda house in history for the pandas. At a cost of
nearly 51 million yuan, the panda house covers 9,000 square meters and looks like an ancient Chinese palace.

inside the bus that has people talking. The signs are written in Singlish!
Quite from the English we have learned, the signs read, for example, “Here cannot go in” instead of “You
cannot go in from here” and “Here can charge (75142) phone” instead of * You can charge your phone here”.
English is an official language in Singapore. But the English Singaporeans use in their daily lives is far from

standard English and eams its name “Singlish”. In Singapore, migrants (#51%) from many countries all speak their

own “English”. For example, in Singlish you can easily find influences from Chinese. Singaporeans use Chinese
sentence like “Restroom where?”instead of “Where is the restroom?”. Though it may scem interesting, Singlish is
worrying Singapore’s government.
