        Derreck Kayongo is a businessman from an African country. He moved to the USA in the early 1990s. When he first arrived, he stayed at a hotel in Philadelphia. He noticed that the hotel workers put a new bar(块) of soap in his room every morning, even if he had only used the old bar once. The hotel gave each guest a new bar of soap every day and threw away the used bars. Kayongo was surprised to learn that many other hotels in the USA did the same thing.
        He thought that it would be better to collect the used soap and give it to poor people in developing countries. Each year, many children in developing countries die from diseases(疾病) caused by bacteria. People can easily prevent such diseases by washing their hands with soap.
        In May, 2009, Kayongo set up an organization called the Global Soap Project. So far, over 600 hotels have joined it. Those hotels collect used bars of soap and send them to the organization. Volunteers divide the soap into different types. They are careful to put bars with the same color and smell together. They heat bars and make them into new ones. Finally, the organization takes the new soap to developing countries and hands it out to people who need it.
        Kayongo thinks that the work of the organization is important. It helps to prevent diseases and reduces(减少) waste from hotels.

        Emergencies(紧急情况) don't happen very often. But when they do, you want to get help first. No one wants to spend time looking up the phone numbers.
        In 1968, the Untied States government wanted one number that people could call for emergencies. They decided that 911 was easy to remember and people could dial it quickly. The very first 911 call was made on February 16, 1968 in Alabama. Today, 911 is used for emergencies in most parts of the United States and many parts of Canada.
        Other countries may use other numbers. In Great Britain, it's 959. If you're not sure which emergency number is used in your area, check your phone book.
        When to call
        Never call 911 as a joke or just to see what might happen. The only time you should call 911 is when a person is badly hurt in danger right now! So call when there is a fire, a car accident, or sudden sickness, etc. 
        When in an emergency call
        When you dial the 911 operator(接线员), it's always OK to give out your information. Speak slowly and clearly when you explain what's happening. What happened? Where are you? Who needs help?
        Don't hang up (挂断)!
        If you have to call 911, do not hang up until the operator tells you it's OK to do so, That way, you can be sure that the operator has all the information to offer help fast.

         Because earthquakes happen without warning, it's important to take steps now to prepare. Because you don't know where you will be when an earthquake happens, prepare some supplies for your home, workplace and car.
         1.Water.
         A person needs at least 1/2 gallon of water daily just for drinking. Store at least 1 gallon of water per person per day and be prepared for a 72-hour period. It is suggested that you buy bottle water. Keep bottled water in its original container and do not open it until you need to use it. Also, do check the “use by” date.
         2.Food.
         It's always a practical idea to keep a supply of nonperishable(不易腐烂的)food on hand. Have an enough supply of canned food, powdered milk, dried fruits, nonsalted nuts and canned juices for at least 72 hours.
         3.Flashlights(手电筒)and spare batteries.
         Keep a flashlight beside your bed, at your place of work, and in your car. Do not use matches or candles after all earthquake until you are sure that no gas leaks.
         Prepare a battery-powered radio and spare batteries.
         Most telephones will be out of order, so radios will be your best source of information.
